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Technique of Highway Slope Protection with Plant
Network in Inner Mongolia

Abstract ; Slope protection is to plug stems of bush into the slope of highways in network form and the
blank areas among the framework ways are used to plant grass. Plant network can control water brush by
scattering the rain fall to prevent to be concentrated runoff. With a suitable amount of rain water, the
plant stems and grass seeds can survive and grew up, and the slope can be green within half a year. In
Inner Mongolia, the sand willow as plant network has produced a very good effect. Contrasting with
concrete framework, plant network has lower investment, smaller cost to maintain and prominent effect in

slope protection and green, it has accumulated mature experiences which are worth to spreaded.
